WINEMAKER’S NOTES

The Verdelho grapes were
harvested in the cool of the
night to capture these unique
flavours. The grapes were
then crushed and pressing
chilled before draining. The
juice was fermented cool to
retain the freshness and fruity
flavours of this white wine.
After fermentation, the wine
was prepared with minimal
handling and fining prior to
early bottling to retain all the
fine fresh fruit flavours.
